	OVERVIEW

	Sanctions are measures imposed in response to situations of international concern, including repression of human rights, weapons proliferation, or armed conflict. Sanctions place restrictions on activities such as imports, exports, commercial activities and the provision of services (including technical advice, assistance or training) in relation to particular countries.  The sanctions that are most relevant to the undergraduate or postgraduate coursework relate to the provision of services; in particular providing technical advice or training related to sanctioned goods to an individual with a connection to a sanctioned country.
Australia implements the United Nation Security Council sanctions via domestic regulations under the Charter of the United Nations Act 1945 and Australian autonomous sanctions under the Autonomous Sanctions Act 2011. Countries on the sanctions lists and details of specific sanctions can be found here.
